MOTION TO VOIR DIRE THE PANEL SUMMONSED 

AS A WHOLE AND THEREAFTER INTERROGATE

THE MEMBERS OF THE PANEL INDIVIDUALLY

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:


Elzie Lee Moore, defendant in the above-entitled and numbered criminal action, moves the court to allow his attorneys to conduct a voir dire examination of the panel summonsed as a whole, and, thereafter, interrogate all potential jurors individually.  In support, the defendant will show the following.


The defendant believes that certain matters can best be handled in a voir dire of the panel as a whole, such as the effect of any pre-trial publicity.  E.g., Texas Code Crim. Proc. art. 35.16(a)(10).  This procedure will reduce the amount of time necessary for individual voir dire because the court need not summons for individual voir dire those potential jurors who are disqualified on this issue.


Individual voir dire is also necessary to allow the defendant an adequate opportunity to ferret out those jurors who are subject to a valid challenge for cause and to intelligently exercise his peremptory strikes.


Failure to follow the procedure outlined herein will deny the defendant effective assistance of counsel, due process and due counsel of law, and will result in the imposition of cruel and unusual punishment, all in violation of the United States and Texas Constitutions as well as the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure.


WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, the defendant prays that individual voir dire be granted.
